Crossing guards are available school days from 8:00 a.m. to 9:15 a.m., and
2:50 p.m. to 4:00 p.m., on Wednesdays/early dismissal the afternoon hours
shall be 2:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m.

Please be reminded that the crossing guards are responsible for crossing

elementary school aged children and are not permitted to watch unattended

children who arrive early or are picked up late. Children congregating at the crossing guards’
posts could cause distractions that interfere with the guards’ ability to safely perform their duties.

By following the above, we can work together to provide a safe environment for students
walking to and from school.
